Color or black
and white photos are acceptable. NO matted photos, please! Please
include the participating student's name, grade, teacher, school and
school’s phone number on the back of the photo. Each photo submission
must include a title and 25-word or less description (i.e., caption) of the
photo and its connection to this year's theme—'Got Water?’. SPELLING
COUNTS- photo descriptions with misspelled words will be disqualified.
